Bylaws:
 Phil Huckelberry created a draft of the Prussing LSC bylaws, passed out copies of the bylaws draft, to entire LSC present. Juan Gonzalez commented that he had three concerns. He stated that the bylaws, under Article X General Provisions, Section 4., Contracts, states that the principal discretionary spending of up to $10,000 with prior approval by the LSC, was a concern. He stated that the discretionary spending by Taft High School principal is around $7,500.00 (actually its $5,000.00), and that since Dr. George Chipain was a new principal, his discretionary spending cap is set at $1,000.00. It could go up but not to the level of Taft High School principal because that principal has a bigger spending capital than Prussing. It would take LSC approval to raise Dr. George Chipain’s spending cap. Second, that the community representatives have their elections set with the rest of the LSC elections. Third, Juan Gonzalez mentioned that the Office of the Chairperson and the Office the Secretary were in controversy because currently the Chairperson issues the agenda and posts it. The draft bylaws were tabled by Michele Taylor for our next LSC regular meeting, on November 17, 2015.
